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Introduction

The 2007 version of PCIC3B3 includes a test at the end of the course designed to measure student progress and assess student knowledge and skills. This test may also be used as a pre-test if desired. 

The test includes 19 true/false and/or multiple choice questions based on the concepts and skills covered in the course.  Similar to the quizzes included in each unit of PCIC3B3, the student's score is recorded each time the test is taken. Students may review the test questions to see the correct answers and/or retake each test as many times as desired. Teknimedia's management system saves the first and last score each student receives for each test.
